RE in EYFS

The law relating to RE for pupils who are not yet in Key Stage One is different from that relating to subjects of the National Curriculum. As RE must be taught to ‘all
registered pupils at the school’, it includes pupils in reception classes, but not those in nursery classes or play groups.

Norfolk Locally Agreed Syllabus 2019 - RE at EYFS will prepare children for the multi-disciplinary approach.

e Pupils begin to explore religion and worldviews in terms of special people, times, places and objects, as well as visiting places of worship.
e Pupils listen to, and talk about, religious stories which may raise puzzling and interesting questions.

e They are introduced to specialist words and use their senses in exploring religious beliefs, practices and forms of expression.

We use Understanding Christianity and the Emmanuel Project units to teach RE in EYFS. Which religions & world views need to be covered in EYFS? Christianity
+ at least one other religion, religious belief or worldview — Judaism.

Therefore, RE sits firmly within the Areas of Learning and development: Personal, Social and Emotional Development, and Understanding the World. Within which
learners are encouraged to develop a sense of themselves and others, and to learn how to form positive & respectful relationships and have the opportunity to
develop their emerging moral & cultural awareness too.

* Raise puzzling and interesting questions about religious and
belief stories.

* Raise puzzling and interesting questions about the world
around them.

« Talk about what concerns them about different ways in which
people behave.

» Say what matters to them or is of value.

* Use their senses to investigate religion and belief.

Human/Social Science: Thinking through living

« Identify simple features of religious life and practice in a family
context.

» Recognise a number of religious words.

* Know where some religious worldviews originated

* Name some religious symbols.

» Name some religious artefacts.

* Talk about religious events that they see or hear about e.g.
festivals, ceremonies.

* Talk about what people wear because of their beliefs.

« Visit a local place of worship.

* Talk to someone who holds a particular religious belief.
